Green Sanctuary Advocacy Action Plan

Green Sanctuary Advocacy Action Plan under the guidance of Anni Lanigan, is on
the move again to support our Fellowship's climate actions that involve sending
emails and letters to people, government agencies, corporations, who make
decisions that determine climate change outcomes. Last week 10 people took
letters/emails from our Board near the front door of the Fellowship. That's a good
start. Let's aim for 30+ responses by the end of April.

April's email/letter is to the Program Manager and Program Coordinator TLT (Trust Land Transfer Program)
of the Washington Dept. of Natural Resources to express our support for the city of Port

Angeles’ Watershed Protection Project Trust Land Transfer Application. The City of Port Angeles has
submitted an application to transfer 3,089 acres of state forest lands in the Elwha River Watershed away
from the WA Department of Natural Resources industrial forest management and into protected status,
under the state's Trust Land Transfer Program. The clear cutting of legacy forests, (forests close to old
growth forests 50+ years) needs to cease. Logging and then conversion to young plantations, application of
pesticides and fertilizers negatively affects the quality of the PA water supply and diminishes the forest's
ability to sequester carbon, a process vital to keeping our greenhouse gas emissions close to livable levels.
